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The Effectiveness of Two Technique : Differential
Reinforcement of other Behavior , Response
Interruption& Redirection in reducing intensify some of
restricted &repetitive behaviours and improvement of
social interaction among a sample of Autistic children

Abstract:

The study aims to examine the correlation between restricted
& repetitive behaviors , and social interaction , and verification of
the effectiveness of a program based on Differential Reinforcement
of other Behavior (DRO) , Response Interruption& Redirection
(RIR) in reducing intensify some repetitive and restricted behaviors
and improvement of social interaction among a sample of Autistic

children.
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The study was conducted on a sample of autistic males (61)
were selected from individuals enrolled in the Institute of Intellectual
Education in Taif, Saudi Autistic Society , Joory Excellence Center
for the special needs, the Institute of Intellectual Education in Jeddah
, The experimental sample (5 children) was selected from the Institute

of Intellectual Education in Taif.

The study Was applied repetitive and restricted scale
(Bourreau et al .,2009) , social interaction scale by researcher ,
Goddard scale of intelligence, the socio-economic Scale by Abdul
Aziz El-Shakhs, 1995, Childhood Autism Rating Scale (Schoplere
etal ., 1980).

The study resulted in the following findings: there is a positive
significant correlation between restricted , repetitive behaviors and
social interaction , and there is a statistically significant difference
between average ranks of scores of the experimental group in the
pre and post measurement in repetitive, restricted behaviors, social
interaction and the difference in favor of the post measurement
,There is no statistically significant difference between average
ranks of scores of the experimental group in the post and Follow-up

measurement in repetitive and restricted behaviors, social interaction
